Cottingham and Middleton Youth Club
Community reward scheme
£1,000 of funds available to reward teenagers for community work.
What is the scheme all about?
Will you be aged 13 and 19 during this academic year?  Give your time to help your community and the youth club will help you fund a personal goal. 
Say for example you have turned 17 and want to pay for driving lessons. Spend a few  hours tidying an elderly neighbour's garden and the Youth Club will pay for a lesson. 
Say you are 13 and want to buy a first guitar. Spend an hour clearing tables in the shop and the youth club will give you a £5 voucher for Rocky Road Music.  Put in 20 hours and we'll pay for the whole guitar. 
Say you are 19 and at college or undertaking an apprenticeship. Put in 2 hours helping Cottingham Primary School and the youth club will give you a £10 Amazon voucher for books. Put in 20 hours and we'll give you a voucher for £100. 
What do you have to do?
Two things:
· Think of a personal goal you need to fund.  This might be a contribution towards a Duke of Edinburgh trip, cash to buy a better camera to fuel your love of photography, money towards a laptop, helping to buy a bike, IPad, driving lessons, whatever.  Within reason, anything will be considered
· Think of something you can do to help your community.  This might be helping a neighbour, supporting the school, the shop, the Youth Club, or any other group or individual.  Again, if they agree to your idea, within reason, we will consider it
When you have these two ideas just write to the Youth Club Secretary, David Swallow, via david.swallow4@virgin.net.  The Youth Club Management team will review your request and respond within a week.  
What level of rewards can I earn?
Generally speaking, one hour of community service will earn a reward equivalent to about £5.  We will consider increasing this rate if you commit to more hours.  
Any proposal will be considered but to share the funds around fairly we expect maximum rewards to be between £100 and £200. 
We will agree at the outset how the reward will be distributed to you, so you only need to commit to one hour and the appropriate reward will be given, or you can commit to 20 hours and we'll pay out at the end.
What are the conditions?
0. You need to have a well formed idea before approaching us, and the people/group you intend to help must have already agreed to your idea.  We will check this.
1. If working with another group you must follow their rules and check they have adequate measures to ensure your safety and that of others, the Youth Club cannot take responsibility for other individuals or groups
2. You need to act legally, responsibly, with respect and consideration for others. Before paying out rewards we will ask for proof you did what you committed to.
3. The reward scheme is given at our discretion.  This is not meant to be taken as a job, contract or ongoing commitment and any party involved can cease their involvement at any time without any liability. 
4. We will not pay rewards for activities you have to do anyway.  For example, if your school requires you to undertake a community project or work experience as part of your education this cannot be considered. 
5. We will consider any idea, and if you are struggling we will give some suggestions to help you.  However we reserve the right to decline your application and when the money is gone any further claims will be declined.  It is best therefore to commit to a sensible but stretching target rather than going hour by hour, because we will reserve funds for your project
6. If you are under 18 we will need permission from a parent or guardian
