Either way, 
the newly founded Cottingham 
Crafters could be just the thing for 
you.   
 
Taking place on the first Saturday of 
every month from 10am to 4pm in the 
Methodist Hall on Corby Road, the 
group, led by Emma Davies get 
together to share their skills and 
encourage each other to create 
beautiful objects with a personal 
touch. On the day I dropped in,  
hand made Christmas cards were 
very popular, but I also saw 
embroidery, beaded cake decorations 
and exquisite scrapbooks coming to 
life, all against a background hum of 
friendly chatter. 
 
The idea is that you come along to work on your own project, taking advice from others 
who may have more experience than you and sharing materials (there is a Swap Shop 
for when you have too much of one thing).

The sessions currently cost £7.50 (£3.50 for a half session and for under 15s), with a 
discount if you sign up for three. Coffee and delicious home made cakes are on sale, with 
proceeds going to charity. You know you always say you’re going to make your own 
Christmas cards one year – well, now you have no excuse not to!
