 “LITTLE MEADOW”TRAVELLER’S SITE CORBY ROAD
In September 2005 Mr A. Holland submitted a planning application for a “mobile home” at a site in Corby Road. A road side hedge was broken down to gain access.

The Cottingham Parish Council was totally opposed to the application on the grounds 

(See file).The planning authority, Corby Borough Council, refused the planning application.

 The applicant then appealed against Corby Borough’s decision and the Planning Inspector found in favour of Mr Holland. (See decision)
The Cottingham Parish Council sought legal opinion and the view of the barrister was that there was a good case to answer. A claim was lodged in the High Court of Justice (QBD) (see Claim Form N208) in the form of a Judicial Review.

The Parish Council has committed to fund the initial costs of £5,000. But cannot go beyond this figure. At a recent public meeting it was agreed to set up a working party comprising residents of Cottingham, Middleton & East Carlton. The aims are to establish that a mandate to press ahead exists and to raise the sum of £20.000.00 by Tuesday 17th April 2007 and the remaining amount of approximately £40.000.00 within a short space of time. 
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
