COTTINGHAM PARISH COUNCIL NEEDS YOUR SUPPORT!!

What is now called ’LITTLE MEADOW’ could become ‘BIG MEADOW’
‘THE FIGHTING FUND’
 It is likely to cost £60,000 (sixty thousand pounds) to challenge the basis of the decision on which the planning approval for ‘little meadow’ was agreed. The Parish Council feel that approximately 75% or more of parishioners need to agree that an appeal against H M Inspectorate should be pursued (probably in the High Court of Justice). 
Where do we get the figure of £60,000? To proceed, approximately £20,000 would be required, this is on the presumption that we win. The remaining monies would be to pay the defendants costs should we loose. Therefore the Parish Council must have a pledge of at least £60,000 before they can proceed.
We as Parishioners need to fund this fight ourselves. No funding/assistance will be given by Corby Borough Council. If every adult in Cottingham gave £30 or more, that will raise at least 1/3 of the funds required.
These funds need to be pledged by Tuesday 17th April 2007. (The parish council need to be in position of at least £20.000 by then.)
IMPLICATIONS OF THIS DEVELOPMENT: 
· Road safety at little meadow. 
This is a fast road and once vehicles move onto this land it greatly increases the potential for accidents to occur.
· The potential accumulation of rubbish & foul waste.
 Where & how will sewage be disposed of? Please remember there is no foul sewer on this site, this could   increase the vermin. 
· Village Envelope:

Permission was granted outside the village envelope and many other applications have been refused in the past.
· The potential to seek permission for far greater numbers of mobile homes & caravans to be placed on this site could increase once occupation takes place.
 Please remember this application could be much harder to stop or have others removed once they have taken residence.
· If you want this beautiful rural location to remain unspoilt YOU must ACT NOW!!
